Recipients will receive, at minimum, a $1,000.00 cash award and possibly use of the sponsor equipment for a period of one year.

R.W. Lamb Award

The highest WABE Award is the R.W. Lamb Award.  It was first presented in Vancouver in 1992 after being established from discussion started by Bob Lamb at the Annual General Meeting in Calgary in the previous year.  The general membership are invited to submit names of deserving individuals with background material on their accomplishments to the WABE executive  The criteria are essentially the contribution to our industry and personal achievement in the Engineering field.

Recipients of the Award will be chosen by the Executive Committee and past two presidents


Ambassador Award

Started in 1992, the Ambassador Award is given to someone who has contributed significantly over the years to the WABE but is not a qualified voting member by the definition in the WABE Constitution.

WABE Retirement Award

The WABE Retirement Award is given each year to former WABE members who have retired.  Retirees are given a plaque at the awards luncheon and are recognized by the WABE.  The fact that they are officially retired from Broadcasting and any work to do with our industry entitles them to a complimentary registration to the Annual Convention.

WABE Spirit Award

The WABE Spirit Award is given to those individuals who have made a significant contribution to the WABE convention, the executive, or in providing exemplary service in some way, to the WABE organization.  

It is intended for those individuals who embody the WABE spirit through action such as:

· Dedicating countless volunteer hours to the organization
· Continually and relentlessly advancing the mission of WABE or to our external community
· Assisting with the annual convention
· Serving on the WABE Executive committee
· Reining in volunteers to ensure that WABE remains viable and imperative

This Award may be bestowed upon any current WABE member in good standing or one that has retired within the last two years.





WABE Scholarship

The WABE Scholarship is presented to a technical school which has produced Broadcast Electronic Technicians. The school is asked to make the award into an annual award and give it to “a student in good standing and in need of financial help and who has completed his or her first year in electronics and will be entering the second year of a broadcast engineering related technology course.”
